RULES: IDPA

COURSE DESIGNER: Lin Edwards

START POSITION: Shooter at P1 facing uprange with both hands on shovel handle.

SCENARIO: You are taking a breather while
shoveling your sidewalk. You hear a voice behind
you say “No one shovels these walks but me, and
it’ll cost you 50 bucks.” You turn to see a large,
slovenly man with a metal bladed shovel. When you
decline his offer, he swings the shovel as if to take
your head off. When you retreat, he keeps coming.
Your sidewalk is against a retaining wall which
prevents you from moving off the line of attack.

STAGE PROCEDURE: While shielding your
head with your “weak” arm and retreating, engage
target T1 with 5 rounds to the body and 1 to the
head, with your strong hand only.

SCORING: Vickers Count
RD COUNT: 6 minimum
TARGETS: 1 IDPA

TARGET DISTANCE: 3 yards
SCORED HITS: Best 6, 1 head shot
required. (BUG div. — best 5)
START-STOP: Audible — Last shot
PENALTIES: As per IDPA rules
CONCEALED CARRY: Required
SPECIAL NOTES: At start signal,
scorekeeper will back up and pull target
at a moderate pace.
